In English, we have been delving into The Time Travelling Cat — The Egyptian
Goddess, and the children have thoroughly enjoyed crafting their own imaginative
time-travel adventures. Who knew our classrooms could become portals to Ancient
Egypt? This has linked beautifully with our History topic, where we have been
uncovering key events from ancient Egyptian times. We are particularly looking
forward to re-enacting the discovery of Tutankhamun’s tomb — hard hats at the

In Science, our focus has been on Light — exploring how we see and how shadows are
formed. The children have loved taking their learning outdoors, searching for opaque,
translucent and transparent materials during our “Explorer Time.”
